THE EUROPEAN UNION ASSISTS TAJIKISTAN IN REMOVING
OF THE THREATS TO FOOD SECURITY

Implementation of “Public Employment for Sustainable Agriculture
and Water Management Project” (PAMP) (Grant TF 97691)

General information

The Republic of Tajikistan is a mountainous country which has an area of 141, 3 square meter and about
6,5 million population. This country has no open ways to the seas and oceans; its economy is lower in
comparison with the Central Asian countries. One of the factors of incomes fall is low income of housekeepers
that also dangerously impact on the Republic of Tajikistan. After food security crisis caused by adverse
weather conditions and increase of regional food prices in 2008-2009, poor rural population in Tajikistan was
on the verge of a new shock of incomes fall. The remittance which according to assessment makes 40 % of
the Gross Domestic Product (GDP) has declined sharply in 2009 as a result of the impact of the global
financial crisis on the economies of Russia and Kazakhstan. Construction industry in these two countries,
which use a high proportion of the army of labor migrants from Tajikistan numbering 1 million people by
assessment, is experiencing the decline and as a result significant jobs reduction.

This resulted not only in incomes fall and key factor for the threats to food security of population with low
income in Tajikistan but also resulted in returning of labor migrants to the Republic. This resulted in increasing
the number of unemployed people as well as high need for food. European Union has discussed these
reasons and considered it necessary to allocate a grant for the Republic of Tajikistan through World Bank's
International Development Association.

“Public Employment for Sustainable Agriculture and Water Management (PAMP)” which was selected by
World Bank's International Development Association will be financed for quality management of European
Union Trust Fund's grant and provision of emergency assistance in food crisis. Total grant's amountis USD
10 millions. The Agreement between the Government of the Republic of Tajikistan and International
Development Association was signed on September 3, 2010 and it was confirmed by Tajikistan President's
Order No. 949 on October 22, 2010. Project's start date is November 24, 2010 and its completion date is
December 31,2011.

PAMP is implemented in 32 jamoats of Farkhor, Kabadiyan, Kumsangir, Shaartuz and Vakhsh districts of
Khatlon region and directed for population poverty reduction level and public employment for cleaning
irrigation canals and drainages.

Project main objectives:

« Creating short-term employment and rehabilitation of irrigation and drainage infrastructure in separate
districts of the Republic of Tajikistan through increasing the food security of households;

« Strengthening the food security at the expense of:

« public works accomplishment;

- increase of the agricultural products as a result of improving the land ameliorative conditions and their
provision with water;

« inlong-term outlook atthe expense of project to improve the policy on water resources management.

These activities will expand and supplement the opportunities of the Government of the Republic of
Tajikistan on reduction of global crisis impact and based on this poor rural population's incomes fall.

Project’ Components
The project consists of the following three components:
Component 1: Public works for rehabilitation of irrigation and drainage infrastructure
Small manual works on the reconstruction of on-farm irrigation canals and out-farm drainages will be
financed within this component. These works are introduced in the districts which have low food security level



but good condition of agricultural production improvement and accomplished with the view of contribution on
ensuring steady economy and rural population living standard improvement. Besides the public works on
improvement of irrigation infrastructure this component foresees rental or import of production equipments
(excavator, bulldozer etc.) and provides the purchase of labor tools (spades, hand carts, hammer picks etc.)

Component 1: consists of four key subcomponents as follows:

- Selection of subcomponents;

« Hiring workers for manual works;

» Mechanical works;

 Purchase of materials, tools, equipments and mechanisms.

Component 2: Technical Assistance

This component comprises the conduction of preparatory works on introduction of watershed resources
management, including: determination of the territory of managing watersheds, determination of tasks and
plans, development of institutional infrastructure of watersheds management and recommendations on
conversion to new management structure.

Component 3: Project's implementation, monitoring and evaluation support

The general coordination of Project's activity and its procurement are implemented by PMU.

Project implementation support through
financing the following activities:

<Hiring the local specialists to assist PMU for carrying out the project activity;

«Preparing and conducting Project's record keeping as well as its monitoring and rational evaluation
system;

*Expenses for PMU employees' trainings;

«Expenses for conduction of awareness campaigns;

«Activities for support of European Union (EU) input (activities on public awareness about EU input
through press-releases, TV and radio programs);

+PMU operating expenses;

«Project annual audit.

Project implementation area

The project is implemented in 5 following districts Farkhor, Kabadiyan, Kumsangir, Shaartuz and Vakhsh
of Khatlon region, comprising 32 jamoats of these districts.

The key benéeficiaries of the given Project are households, mahallas, jamoats, WUAs, regional authority
(hukumat) and districts of project area. Public population can learn and receive necessary information
through television on public works progress and achievements of “Public Employment for Sustainable
Agriculture and Water Management Project” (PAMP).
